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Peace Thru Play Program: Frequently Asked Questions

Q: What is the Peace Thru Play Program?

A: Peace Thru Play is a curriculum that combines classroom sessions (that use a multicultural approach to teach peacemaking) with an intergenerational peace play (that provides the context for practicing the skills and sharing the knowledge gained during the classroom sessions).

Q: What is the plot of the Peace Play, “Only One Lemon”? 

A: “Only One Lemon” is the story of a Peace Seeker who learns lessons about making peace by traveling with friends to different cultures.  The story explores concepts such as communication, cooperation and connection.  Cultural sages met during the journey share their peace-related wisdom, and the Peace Seeker returns to the conflict situation that inspired the journey, and helps the participants solve the conflict peacefully.

Q: What ages does the Peace Thru Play Program serve?

A:  The basic classroom sessions (which are based on the Culture Camp Summer Sundays RE Curriculum) are most suitable for children ages 5 through 12, though younger and older children have enjoyed the program.  The “Only One Lemon” play is designed to serve the same age range, with parts for readers, artists and other aspects of production. 

Q: How flexible is the Peace Thru Play Program?

A: The Peace Thru Play program can be used in many ways and over many different time frames, including one semester of RE; an entire church year (alternating classroom sessions with related theme Children’s Chapels or social action projects); a summer camp curriculum; or a performance of the play as part of a congregation-wide social action project focused on peace.

Q: What makes the Peace Thru Play Program fun and easy to implement?

A: The curriculum is self-contained, with the script of “Only One Lemon” included, as well as supply lists, templates and checklists included.  The play itself has eleven characters, insuring that many campers can participate.  The scenes are short, with plenty of variety.  Groups can add related projects, book groups, or performance opportunities.  And both kids and adults love to play “make believe”!
