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The Peace Garden Curriculum: 
Frequently Asked Questions

Q: How is The Peace Garden important to our children?

A: “To bring peace to the Earth, strive to make your own life peaceful.”  Many sages have expressed this idea; The Peace Garden translates it into easy-to-remember methods to create a personal Peace Path.  
Q: How does The Peace Garden Curriculum relate to UU Principles and Sources?
A: The Peace Garden uses the theme of creating a garden to incorporate both the 6th Principle (“the goal of world community with peace, liberty and justice for all”) and the 7th Principle (respect for the interdependent web of all existence”) The search to create a personal Peace Path as a way to relate to the world thus becomes a fun exploration of the ways we can create communities of peace for all who come in contact with us.  

Q: Who is the best audience for The Peace Garden Curriculum and when should it be taught? 
A:  The program is great for elementary school-aged children (ages 5 through 12): the older children easily grasp the concepts, but each session also contains elements suitable for younger children.  It has been successfully used in mixed-age classrooms.  The 12-session version is geared to summer Sundays, but can also be adapted for use during an RE semester; an entire church year (alternating classroom sessions with related theme Children’s Chapels or social action projects) or a two-week summer camp.
Q: What are the high points of The Peace Garden Curriculum?
A: Parents will appreciate the progression from thought to word to deed as the kids learn peaceful ways of interacting with the world.  The kids love the hands-on aspects of the curriculum: creating a 3-D mural and diorama (using real tree branches, leaves, and river stones) playing (a gardening glove relay race and an indoor labyrinth) and doing art (painting your problems and writing peace poems).  The teachers enjoy the organized materials and the creative multi-intelligence approach that keeps all kinds of kids engaged.
