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Searching for our Sources Curriculum: 
Frequently Asked Questions

Q: Why are our UU Sources important to our children?

A: UU children are taught the 7 Unitarian Universalist Principles, the history of Unitarians and Universalists, and about Christianity, Judaism and other world religions.   But the sources of our UU faith tradition are much broader than just the Christian and Jewish traditions that gave rise to the Unitarians and the Universalists. The diversity of these sources reflects the diversity of people who are today’s Unitarian Universalists.  
Q: How does the Searching for our Sources Curriculum honor the diversity of our Sources?

A: Searching for our Sources uses the Culture Company’s traditional multicultural focus to honor the diversity of UU Sources.  The curriculum relates the Sources to six major rivers of the world, and to the cultures and religions associated with those rivers.  The search to understand our Sources thus becomes a fun exploration of the inherently interesting physical, cultural and religious context of the Sources.  

Q: Who is the best audience for Searching for our Sources Curriculum and when should it be taught? 
A:  The program is great for elementary school-aged children (ages 5 through 12): older children easily grasp the concepts, but each session also contains elements suitable for younger children.  It has been successfully used in mixed-age classrooms.  The 12-session version is geared to summer Sundays, but can also be used during an RE semester; an entire church year (alternating classroom sessions with related theme Children’s Chapels or social action projects) or a two-week summer camp.
Q: What are the high points of the Searching for our Sources Curriculum?
A: The kids love the fact that they’re traveling (“where are we going next?”), pretending to take different modes of transportation (from dugout canoe up the Amazon to cruise ship up the Nile), and really playing (from tug-of-peace to papier-mache to playing with mud!).  The teachers enjoy the familiar, DRE-tested elements (including the 3 Breaths centering activity and the Passports), the organized, self-contained materials, and the creative multi-intelligence approach (wall murals for some kids, acting out stories for others).  And everyone enjoys learning new things about our UU heritage through the search for our Sources.
